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 Credits— 
Since most of my sweaters are inspired by the colors or designs on full-size people 
sweaters, I would not feel comfortable sharing my patterns if I did not give credit where it 
was due.  I struggle to know how to do this, as the pictures of the originals are likely 
copyrighted by their creators.  However, as I am not mass-producing these booklets, and as 
your purchase cost pays for the copying and binding more than the patterns themselves, I 
am choosing to share these pictures here.

Dale of Norway 
Dale of Norway is a well-known manufacturer of both sweaters and yarn.  I have found 
their products available as patterns and as kits online. 

 
  
  This “ladybug” sweater is by 
Dale Baby publications.  
   I used the colors, stripes, 
and lady-bugs from their 
pattern, but lost a lot of detail 
in changing the pattern into a 
smaller version.  Still cute, 
though! Both Betsy McCall 
and Riley have patterns for 
Ladybug sweaters.  While 
Betsy’s pattern has a hat like 
the original, I made a kerchief 
for Riley. 
 
Patterns on pg 42 (Riley) and pg 44 
(Betsy) 

 
This sweater/pullover for 
Matt is also a Dale of 
Norway design.  It is one of 
my favorites—particularly 
because the doll sweater 
turned out so much like 
the original.  Rather than 
being a knitting pattern, 
the “Holmenkollen” design 
was a Dale of Norway 
sweater I found for sale 
online, still available as of 
this publication date (July 
2005).  
 
Patterns on page 24 (Tyler) and 
35 (Matt). 



Dale of Norway’s “Hafjell” 
pattern, available online to 
purchase or knit yourself—is one 
of the designs where my version 
looks great on its own—but the 
miniature sweater pales in 
comparison to the real thing. 
  I also struggled because I 
couldn’t find this particular yarn 
in a rich burgundy red.  
However, I was still pleased with 
the result.

As I work to imitate beautiful 
sweaters, much has to be left 
out of a design to make it 
smaller.  On this copy of 
Dale of Norway’s “Glittertind” 
sweater design, I was only 
able to copy a few details.  
And considering that I made 
a sweater while the 
Glittertind is a cardigan, my 
version ended up looking 
very little like the original!   
 
Patterns on page 34 (Matt) and 46 
(Betsy McCall)  
 

Sometimes as I design, I decide 
what it is about the original I like, 
and then freely design my own 
sweater, not attempting to copy 
any particular part of the original 
design.  In my version of Dale of 
Norway’s “Alvoen” cardigan, I 
liked the “scrolls & flowers” motif 
at the hem, and the all-over 
cross-hatched pattern.  In the 
interest of simplicity, I only used 
two colors in my version. Riley 
also has a duplicate of this 
sweater.  
Patterns on page 27 (Tyler) and 43 (Riley)  
 



My copies of this Dale of 
Norway “Heddal” sweater 
took forever to make.  �   
The mock placket at the 
front & the patterned neck 
bands made for much 
working-in-of-ends when I 
was finishing the 
sweaters.  But the end 
result was so lovely it 
definitely seemed worth it! 

Yet another one of those 
patterns where my 
sweaters look nice, but 
pale in comparison to the 
real thing! Pg 16 & 32  

 
Dale of Norway’s “Besseggen” 
pullover and my cardigan 
each have their own beauty 
and may not instantly be 
recognizable as “cousins”.  
While I first created a version 
more like the original, with 
the patterned area at the 
chest, it worked out better to 
put the pattern at the hem-
line.  If you look closely at the 
sleeves of the original, you 
may actually find the one part 
I was able to “mimic” in my 
version. 

Pattern on page 14. 

Though I could not locate 
the name of this particular 
sweater, I’m quite sure it is 
also by Dale of Norway.  I 
followed a few basics from 
the original design, 
particularly the simple 
pattern at the shoulders, 
and the more complex 
design on the upper arms.  
Though the resulting 
sweaters are quite 
different, I felt the 
“impression” of the copy 
was faithful to the original. 

Pattern on page 37.



Dale of Norway’s “Lys � en” Cardigan 
served as the model for my gray & 
cream Norway Pullover.  By the 
making of this sweater I was 
beginning to run out of sock yarn 
colors!  A more vivid color 
combination, such as the one 
pictured on the original, would be 
my choice if I made this pattern 
again.  I also might focus on the 
“impression”—various colors of 
stripes with one slightly wider 
section—rather than trying to 
miniaturize the fleur-de-lis pattern.

This sweet Dale of 
Norway design of 
rosebuds and dotted 
sleeves actually 
“translated” better than 
I expected.  The biggest 
challenge is that Fair 
Isle creates such bulk 
on such a little doll.  I                                                                                                                                
used the scallop edging 
from the original on 
this design.

This Dale of Norway 
pattern—called “Emma”—
was the model not only for 
my sweaters but also for 
my photo shoot!  �   I 
loved the vivid color 
combinations, the scallop 
lace edging at the bottom, 
and the cute little 
kerchiefs.  Definitely a 
favorite when it comes to 
sweater outfits for Riley.  
The finished product looks 
like something a little girl 
might actually wear!

Eddie Bauer  
Although most of my sweaters are 
imitations of Dale of Norway 
designs, another great source of 
inspiration is Eddie Bauer’s 
catalogues. This “Irresistably Soft 
Aran Cable Turtleneck” from the 
2004 holiday catalogue gave me 
not only the basic design for these 
mother-daughter sweaters, but 
also provided the inspiration for 
what to pair them with—a short 
plaid mini-skirt. 
 
This sweater, along with my other 
cable designs, are featured in my 
Amazing Arans book (sold 
separately). 

 
 
   I apologize for the self-portrait 
here—but this is the only picture I 
could find of the sweater that was 
the inspiration for Tyler’s baby 
blue & white cotton turtleneck.  
My absolute favorite sweater of all 
time (a Christmas present to 
myself one year), I love the 
intricate pattern and the subtle 
color combination of this Eddie 
Bauer cotton turtleneck.    The 
look of this sweater can easily be 
changed just by altering the colors 
used.
